Americo “Mac” Reis, formerly of Fall River, MA, died on August 29 after
battling Parkinson’s Disease for over 3 years. Mac was born in New Bedford,
MA, graduated from Dartmouth High School, and received a bachelor’s
degree from the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth (formerly
Southeastern Massachusetts University). 

 

Mr. Reis served in the U.S. Army from 1957 to 1959. He joined Globe
Manufacturing Co. in Fall River, MA, in 1959 and retired from Globe in 1999
as Vice President of Operations. 

 

Mr. Reis was named the Outstanding Citizen of the Year in 2000 by the Fall
River Chamber of Commerce and was the United Way of Greater Fall River
Campaign Chairman in 1997. He was a member of the Fall River Rotary Club
for over 35 years and was named a Paul Harris Award recipient by the Rotary
Club. He served on many boards of civic and social services organizations in
the Fall River area. 

 

Mr. Reis retired to Estero, Florida, and was a member of the Estero Country
Club. He and his beloved wife, Judy, enjoyed golf, traveling, beaches, and
reading.
