In 2012, Ken was elected the Mayor of Survey by the
Bonita Springs Historical Society. Ken was a Life member of the VFW Post
4254 and a member of the Sons of the American Legion Post 303 both in
Bonita Springs.

In 1966, he joined the Bonita Springs Lions Club and became one of their
most active members. He served as the club’s President in 1969 and also
held many state and district positions. He served as President of the Bascom
Palmer Florida Lions Eye Bank from 1979-1980, District Governor from 1981—
1982, President of the Florida Lions Foundation for the Blind from 1986-
1987and Council Chairman from 1987-1988. He was the ultimate Lion.

He is survived by his wife of 61 years, Marjorie D. Shivel of Bonita Springs,
FL; daughter, Belinda Coles and her husband, David of Farmville, VA; son,
Keith Shivel and his wife, Rhonda of Bonita Springs, FL; four grandchildren,
Eric Shivel, Michael (Joanna) Coles, Adrienne (Roy) Smith and Kathryn Coles
and four great grandchildren, Devan, Joshua, Landon and Torre.
