
Rudolph Eugene Zannoni
October 3, 1935 - October 8, 2014

Rudolph E. Zannoni, 79, passed away on Wednesday, October 8, 2014 at
Joanne’s House at Hope Hospice, Bonita Springs, Florida. The son of Mrs.
Germaine V. Zannoni, and CPO Rudolph E. Zannoni, USN, (SS), he was born
on October 3, 1935 in Holyoke, MA and grew up in Chicopee and Kearny N.J.
He attended grade school at Mt Carmel School in Chicopee and Holyoke
Catholic High School and graduated from Chicopee High School IN 1952. The
same year he entered the Hampden College of Pharmacy in the Willimansett
section of Chicopee, MA where he graduated in 1956. He moved to Kansas
where he was drafted into the U.S. Army in 1958. He served for four years,
1958-1962 in Texas and Munich, Germany as a Medical Corpsman and
Pharmacist with the Army Det. 2cnd Field Hospital. He returned to Chicopee
for a year before returning to Munich Germany and resided there for a few
years, before returning to Chicopee in 1967 where he was employed at the
Loreselle Pharmacy there. He was an active member of Elks Lodge #1849 in
Chicopee for many years. He moved to the town of Eastham on Cape Cod in
1974. He resided there until 1997 when he retired and moved to Bonita
Springs, Florida. While living in Eastham he was part owner of the Eastham
Pharmacy, a town Selectman, a co-founder of the Orleans-Eastham Elk Lodge
# 2572 as well as a strong supporter of the Council on Aging. He was a long
time member and past Commander of American Legion Post # 0303 of Bonita
Springs, Florida.

Chicopee, and Walter J. Bishop and wife Cindy Bishop as well as his nieces.
